· Promotes the use of a "house style" (uniform fonts, icons, page format, document organization, etc.) so that all site documentation presents a uniform look and feel.
· Maintains the home page and certain other primary site documents as well as a Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ) document where necessary.

· Ensures the effectiveness of the two-way communication process on the site by responding to or redirecting inquiries, identifying user needs based on this feedback.
